Schools Chancellor Joel I. Klein: More
Than 80% of Students Received One of
Their Top Five Choices in the High School
Admissions for 2nd Consecutive Year

Schools Chancellor Joel I. Klein today announced that 83% (73,287)
of the 88,320 students who applied for admission to aNew Y ork City public
high school have been matched to one of their top five choices. Forty-two
percent of the applicants (37,214) received their first choice, and 71% (62,886)
received one of their top three choices. Thisis the second consecutive year
that more than 80% of high school applicants received one of their top five
choices.

Overall, 91% of students (79,980) were matched with one of their
choices, the same percentage as last year.

The continued growth of new small secondary schools gave applicants
more options than ever before. Thisyear, 12,321 students listed a new small
school astheir first choice, and 6,459 of those students — 52% — were matched
to their first choice. One hundred and fifty-three new small secondary schools
accepting 9th graders have opened since 2002, including 16 that will open
at the start of the 2007-08 school year.

“It'sno longer a surprise that so many students are getting matched
to high schools they want to attend because of the changes we made to the
admissions process four years ago,” said Chancellor Klein. “We continue to
improve the process each year so that students and parents can make informed
choices and every student has afair shot at admission to a school he or she
wants to attend. At the same time, the new small schools we have been
creating are providing more good options for students.”

The Department of Education (DOE) continued its extensive outreach
for students and parents about the admissions process this year by distributing
the high schoal directory in the spring and holding fairs, information sessions,
and workshops throughout the city. Working closely with middle and high
school administrators and providing training for guidance counselors also
contributed to the continued success of the process.

Students list up to twelve high school programs on their application
in order of preference and are matched to the highest-ranked school to which
they are accepted. The admission process consists of three rounds: the first
round for students applying to the city’ s specialized high schools, the main
round, and the supplementary round for students not matched during the main
round.

Thisyear, 8,340 students— less than 10% of all students who applied
— did not have a match after the main round. The DOE will conduct an
information fair for these students on March 28 and March 29 at Norman
Thomas High School (111 East 33rd St., Manhattan). Students who participate
in the supplementary round will receive their high school match by April 30.

Parents are encouraged to gpply assoon aspossbleat
the public dementary school dosest to their home or the contracted
community-basad prekindergarten provider they choose

Children who will turn four yearsold by December 31,
2007, aredigibleto be enralled in prekindergarten for the 2007-08
schoal year. Children whowill turn fiveyearsold by thet date are
digibleto be enralled in kindergarten, and children who will turn
gx yearsold by that date aredigibleto beenrolled infirst grade.

To gpply, parents must provide proof of ageand proof of
New Y ork City address, but do not need to provideproof of ditizenship
or agreen card. Children must be present during the admission
process and must meat dl hedlth requirementsfor entry into the
City' spublic schoals, induding acomplete physical examination
and, as gppropriate, immunizations.

Togpply for prekindergarten, parents should obtainan
gpplication and adirectory of prekindergarten programsfrom their
nearest public dementary schoal or onthe DOE' swebstea . Parents
gpplying to aprogram at acontracted community-based organizetion
should return the gpplication to the provider they choose.

DENVER, Colorado (AP) -- The 2007 Atlantic hurricane season should be
“very active” with nine hurricanes and agood chancethet at least one mgjor
hurricanewill hit the U.S. coest, atop researcher sad Tueday.

Forecagter William Gray said he expectsatotd of 17 named orms
thisyesr, five of them mgor hurricaneswith sustained winds of 111 mph or
greater. The probability of amgor hurricane meking landfdl onthe U.S. coast
thisyear: 74 percent, compared with the average of 52 percent over the past
century, hesad.

Lagt year, Gray’ sforecast and government forecastswere higher
than what the Atlantic hurricane season produced. Therewere 10 named
Atlantic sormsin 2006 and five hurricanes, two of them mgor, inwha was
conddered a“near normd” seeson. None of thase hurricaneshit the U.S.
Atlantic coedt -- only the 11th time thet has occurred Since 1945.

TheNationd Hurricane Center in Miami origindly reported nine
storms, but upgraded one storm after apostseason review. Gray’ sresearch
team a Colorado State University said an unexpected late El Nifio contributed
tothe calmer season lagt year. El Nifio -- awarming in the Pecific Ocean -- hes
far-reaching effectsthat ind ude changing wind petternsin the eestern Atlantic,
which can disrupt theformation of hurricanesthere.

A week to moderate El Niifio occurred in December and January but
disspated rapidly, said Phil Klotzbach, amember of Gray’ steam. “ Conditions
thisyear arelikdy to bemoreconducveto hurficanes” Klotzbech said Tuesday.
Intheabsence of El Nifio, “windsaren't tearing the torm systems gpart.” The
team’ sforecasts are based on globa oceanic and atmospheric conditions.
Klotzbach advised coadd residentsdong the Atlantic and Gulf of Mexicoto
have hurricane plansand preparednesskitsin place, but he added, “Y ou can't
let the possihility of ahurricane coming ruin your summer.”

The Atlantic hurricane season, which runsfrom June 1 to November
30, averages 9.6 named storms, 5.9 hurricanes and 2.3 intense hurricanes per
year. The devadtating 2005 season set arecord with 28 named storms, 15 of
them hurricanes. Four of those hurricanes hit the U.S. coadt, theworst among
them Katrina, which devastated New Orleansand leveled parts of the Gulf
Coedt region.
